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Overview

The current Western Australian Curriculum: Languages, was adopted and adapted from the Australian Curriculum version 8.4.
Western Australia provided feedback to the Australian Curriculum, Assessment and Reporting Authority (ACARA) during the consultation for the Australian Curriculum.

The proposed revisions to the Western Australian Curriculum: Languages: Tamil have been adopted and adapted from the Australian Curriculum version 9.

Guide to reading this document

The Scope and sequence Western Australian Curriculum: Languages, Tamil shows the proposed content across the years of schooling from Pre-primary to Year 10.

The scope and sequence for the Languages shows the mandated curriculum for teaching, written as content descriptions across year levels so that a sequence of content can be viewed across the years of schooling from Pre-primary to
Year 10. The examples illustrate the content and are not mandated.

The document is organised by two Languages strands: Communicating and Understanding language and culture.

The Communicating strand includes Interacting in Tamil; Mediating meaning in and between languages; and Creating text in Tamil.

The Understanding language and culture strand includes Understanding systems of language; and Understanding the interrelationship of language and culture.
