Title of task A B (My hobbies)

Description of task Students demonstrate their knowledge and understanding of
vocabulary, language structures and grammatical items related to free
time.

In Part A, they demonstrate their skills in comprehending spoken text by
responding to questions in English.

In Part B, they demonstrate their skills in writing by producing a letter
describing how they spend their free time.

Type of assessment Summative

Purpose of assessment This task aims to determine student learning at the time of the
assessment. It establishes students’ ability to comprehend spoken
Punjabi and convey factual information about what they have read. It
also establishes their ability to write in Punjabi using descriptive
language.

Assessment strategy Short response — listen for information in spoken text
Extended response — write a letter

Communicating

Understand that the Punjabi language is constantly changing due to contact with other languages

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Task preparation

Prior learning

Students have prior knowledge of and exposure to:

e avariety of texts related to free-time activities, as well as texts that compare typical activities in
Australia to those typical in the Punjabi-speaking world

e context-related vocabulary

e grammatical structures, including separable verbs, modals, and understanding and describing
current, recurring and future actions

e the textual conventions of a letter.

Assessment differentiation

Teachers should differentiate their teaching and assessment to meet the specific learning needs of
their students, based on their level of readiness to learn and their need to be challenged.

Prior to administering the task, the students will need to be:
e exposed to a variety of texts and text types related to free-time activities
e taught context-related vocabulary, such as H& 7, Ha

e taught grammatical structures, including
= verb tenses
= adverbs
=  conjunctions to make compound and complex sentences
e given some practice answering literal and inferential questions.

Activities to scaffold the task

Provide sufficient opportunities for students to engage in language practice and writing activities to

help them internalise the language, skills and cultural knowledge they need for this task, such as:

e sharing with the class their hobbies and related objects; for example, a student might do a ‘Show
and Tell’ in Punjabi about their hobby of aeromodelling where they explain their interest and
show a glider they have created

e setting up and administering a survey to determine the most popular hobbies and leisure time
activities of their classmates and display this information as a bar graph

e investigating their favourite celebrity and collating information about their leisure activities. Then
pairing up with a partner and taking turns to role-play interviewing the celebrity to find out what
they do for leisure

e researching on the internet what young people their age in the state of Punjab do during their
free time and sharing their findings with the class

e viewing audiovisual texts to ascertain what free-time activities are popular with young people
their age, in Australia, in the state of Punjab and around the world, and devise a poster or a Venn
diagram in Punjabi to inform others of the similarities.

Students listen to four young Punjabi speakers talk about their hobbies and free-time activities. Each
spoken text is read twice, with a pause between each text, to allow students adequate time to
respond to related questions.
